Electronic File Tracking

Using Radio Frequency Identification (RFID) technology, the Fairfax County Circuit Court & Records, in
collaboration with the Department of Information Technology (DIT), has implemented a case file
tracking system to locate court files. Court files are systematically tracked by attaching RF tags to the
file folder that can be monitored and detected by strategically placed wireless access points. The range
of these strategically placed access point’s cover all department entry and exits as well as other specific
areas to ensure optimum coverage and maximum reliability. File tracking software (FileTrail) is utilized
to identify existing and previous folder locations. The application significantly minimizes staff time
spent searching for and locating misplaced files.
