We encourage all groups to make every attempt to ensure their event leaves a minimum impact on the 

environment.  Consider these options when planning your event: 

Provide Recycling 
 Clearly mark bins for collecting recyclables and make arrangements to remove them after the event

	 Provide recycling monitors by recruiting volunteers to monitory recycling bins to ensure participants 
use them properly 

Reduce Emissions 
 Use Low Emission or Biofuel Generators 


 Use Hybrid, Electric or Natural Gas Vehicles and Machinery (ex. electric golf carts or gators)
	

 Keep vehicles out of the park and avoid engine idling 


Promote Public Transportation 
 Provide shu�les from a central loca�on within the county to your event
	

 Find and promote public transporta�on routes to your event
	

 Publicize the Fairfax County Park Authority Trail Buddy to encourage bicycling to your event and

 Provide alterna�ves to bo�led water such as encouraging event par�cipants to bring their own
